And when a  
flood arose, the stream broke against that house and could not shake it, because it had been well built. 49 But  
the one who hears and does not do them is like a man who built a house on the ground without a foundation.  
When the stream broke against it, immediately it fell, and the ruin of that house was great.” ~Luke 6:46-49 (ESV)

          My grace, all sufficient, shall be thy supply;   I will not, I will not desert to his foes; 
          The flame shall not hurt thee; I only design   That soul, though all hell should endeavor to shake, 
          Thy dross to consume, and thy gold to refine.  I’ll never, no never, no never forsake!  
 

I think that Rippon understood clearly the teaching of Jesus found in Luke 6:46-49 concerning the need for the firm foundation of the Word of God 
in our lives.  Jesus stated that he would describe what it is like when we build upon His word and the consequences of not doing so in these verses.  
Build on a firm foundation and no matter what the storms are that beat against your house, it will stand.  Build on the ground (sand) without a firm 
foundation, and when the same storms assail your house, it will fall and great will be its ruin.
